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POSTCOVID SYNDROME AND AUTONOMIC DYSFUNCTION

In a study of 294 people diagnosed with post-COVID syndrome and the presence of vegetative
disorders, their severity and nature were assessed using the Wayne’s questionnaire. Patients with
a high level of autonomic disorders (44 people) and complaints of tachycardia against the background
of an average level of autonomic disorders (118 people) underwent a classic orthostatic test.
A fairly high frequency (75,9 %) of vegetative disorders in patients diagnosed with post-COVID
syndrome was shown. Mild disorders dominate mainly in the form of a decrease in working capacity
and sleep disturbances. Patients with postcovid syndrome with moderate and high levels
of autonomic disorders have inadequate autonomic responses, mainly in the form of an increase

in blood pressure and heart rate in orthostasis.
